2. subject and scope of the public tender 
The subject of the public procurement is a construction of a training simulator at the Ministry of the Interior´s facility in Borek near Rokycany, plot no. 1815/10 in the cadastral area Pavlovsko. The construction will be carried out in accordance with the terms stipulated in clearances received from respective government authorities and utility companies as well as with conditions specified in the construction permit. The subject of performance shall also cover planning of utility lines, framing of the perimeter of the construction site and financing of all other charges related to the respective construction. Furthermore, the contract shall also cover logistics and execution of geodetic and geometric work for the duration of the construction project, including the making of geometric plan of the completed construction. After completion of the construction works, the contractor shall perform, at their own expense, drawing of the actual construction and submit the drawings to the Contracting Authority.
The public procurement includes construction of a training simulator (hereinafter only „construction“) based on project documentation completed by LEDIC a.s., Reg. No. 48116807, registered address Roškotova 1717/2, 140 00 Praha 4.
The construction will be equipped with an indoors ballistic solution. This public procurement shall include supply and installation of technical equipment following the technical specification, Appendix No. XX, Technical Specification, part B.

4. ESTIMATED VALUE OF THE PUBLIC PROCUREMENT project 

The value of the public procurement has been estimated at CZK 39 000 000 incl.VAT.
5. DEADLINES AND PLACE OF CONTRUCTION
5.1. DEADLINES 
a) Construction and hand-over of the completed works without any undue defects and uncompleted elements – 180 days after signature of the Contract.

b) The timetable shall be agreed upon in the course of the implementation of the project at site meetings.

7. requirements for the tender price 
7.1. tender price
For the purposes of the award procedure, the Tender Price shall mean the total cost for the entire subject of performance. Specify the total Tender Price in CZK ex. VAT and incl. VAT for the whole subject of performance. Bill of Quantities rounded to two decimal points, incl. project documentation and other costs that are required for excellent execution and completion of the public tender. The Tender Price shall be internally structured. For the structure required, see the "Contract Price". Annex 4 of the Draft Contract.

The Contracting Authority requires that the total bid included all additional costs associated with the works to be performed.

The Tender Price will be set as the maximum acceptable price. 
The Tender Price may be exceeded or modified solely should the rates of the value added tax change during the execution of the public contract. In such case, the Tender Price would be adjusted in line with the changes in the VAT rates applicable at the time of the taxable transaction, in the amount corresponding to the change in VAT rates. 

7.2. proving of qualifications
The tenderer shall prove their qualification using documents stipulated by law and documents required by the Contracting Authority in this part of the Tender Dossier.
7.3. proving of basic qualification requirements
The Contracting Authority requires tenderers to prove compliance with the basic qualification requirements pursuant to Section 53(1)a) to k) of the Act. The tenderer shall prove the basic qualification requirements pursuant to Section 53(3) of the Act.
7.4. proving of professional qualification requirements 
The Contracting Authority requires compliance with professional qualification requirements pursuant to Section 54a), b) and d ) of the Act. Compliance with professional qualification requirements shall be proven by the tenderer who shall submit the following:
a) An extract from the Business Register or another register should it be listed in such register,

b) A Business licence under special law in the extent required by the scope and subject of the public tender, especially a proof of respective entrepreneurial license or authorisation, 
To prove their professional capacity to perform the construction under point b), the tenderer shall submit the following: Certificate of authorisation pursuant to of the Act č. 360/1992 Sb., on authorised architects, authorised civil engineers and technicians performing construction works, as amended, for the following fields:

           - building construction, or
          -  construction statics and dynamics, or
          -  bridges and engineering constructions 
          c) A document certifying professional competences of the supplier or the individual having the required professional competence should it be required for the given public tender pursuant to special laws

To prove their qualifications for the purposes of the ballistic solution, the tenderer shall present a copy of a certificate, a license or a similar document for the design, supply and installation of ballistic solutions for live ammunition training installed indoors. Documents to provide these services and supplies via a subcontractor: the tenderer shall submit a proof of ownership title to the supplier or an original copy of a contract/commitment/agreement on future cooperation on the draft ( including testing), supply and installation of the ballistic solution. 
7.5. proving of technical qualification requirements
The Contracting Authority requires compliance with technical qualification requirements pursuant to Section 56(3) of the Act in the following extent:
To prove the technical qualification requirements, the tenderer shall submit the following:

7.5.1. A list of significant contracts implemented by the tenderer in the past five years together with tenderer references on the due performance of the most important elements of the construction works supplied; references shall include price, time, and place of the construction works together with information on whether the works were performed duly and professionally,
To meet the qualification requirement under 7.5.1., the supplier shall have implemented in the past five years at least the following:
-  2 significant contracts worth at least CZK 7,500,000 ex VAT for each contract 
- 1 contract which included ballistic solution worth at least CZK 5,000,000 ex VAT. 
7.5.2. A list of employees and experts to participate at the implementation of the contract pursuant to Section 56 (3) b) of the Act including certificates of education and professional qualifications prerequisites pursuant to Section 56 (3) c) of the Act 
The Contracting Authority stipulates at the minimum the following requirements on employees and experts to participate at the implementation of the contract:
a) Construction manager: university education – technical or civil engineering field, professional experience - minimum 7 years and minimum 4 years as an authorised engineer (Czech Chamber of Architects) in civil engineering, construction statics and dynamics, or bridges and engineering construction. 
b) Assistant Construction manager, supervisor:  university education – civil engineering or technical college – construction field, professional experience - minimum 5 years and minimum 1 year as an authorised engineer (Czech Chamber of Architects) in civil engineering.

c) A court sworn expert in the field of ammunitions and explosives: professional experience - ammunitions and explosives, specialized in ballistics, minimum of five years. 
d) Designer of ballistic solutions:  at least 3 years of professional experience in the field
e) Head of ballistic solution assembly: at least 3 years of professional experience in the field
To meet the qualification prerequisites under 7.5.2., the supplier shall submit the following:
(i) A list of employees/experts following the a) - c) above, 

(ii) Professional CVs of the selected employees and experts (following the specimen as to Appendix 3 of the Draft Contract), 

(iii) Copies of diplomas/secondary school graduation certificates,

(iv) Copies of authorisation certificates (if authorisation required),
(v) A copy of the count sworn expert´s appointment deed
The supplier will be contractually bound to implement the subject matter of the contract with the team of experts/employees nominated for the qualification purposes. The supplier may also nominate for the implementation of the contract the other experts/employees, who meet the qualification criteria above.

7.6. PROVING OF QUALIFICATION BY MEANS OF AN EXTRACT FROM THE LIST OF QUALIFIED SUPPLIERS 
Tenderers may prove their qualification prerequisites also by means of an extract from the List of qualified suppliers issued by the keeper of the list (Section 127 of the Act). Should the tenderer submit to the Contracting Authority an extract from the List of qualified suppliers within the deadline set for proving of qualification requirements, the extract shall replace the 
a) proof of basic qualification prerequisites pursuant to Section 53 (1) of the Act a

b) proof of professional qualification prerequisites pursuant to Section 54a) to d) of the Act to the extent to which the documents proving compliance with the professional qualification prerequisites cover the standards of a public Contracting Authority for proving of professional qualification prerequisites for the purposes of a public tender.

7.7. PROVING OF QUALIFICATION BY MEANS OF a certificate 
Should the tenderer submit, in the deadline for proving qualification, to the Contracting Authority a certificate issued within the system of certified suppliers which would contain all required data as set out in Section 139 and should the data on the certificate be valid to at least the last day of the period for proving compliance with the qualification prerequisites 52), such certificate would replace, in the extent of information contained therein, documents necessary to prove qualification of the tenderer.
The certificate shall be submitted by the tenderer within the statutory period stipulated for proving of compliance with qualification prerequisites. The certificate must be valid in line with Section 140 (1) of the Act.
7.8. PROVING OF QUALIFICATION of a foreign tenderer 
Unless stipulated otherwise by a special law, foreign tenderers shall prove their compliance with qualification prerequisites in line with the domestic law of their country of registered seat of their business entity, place of business or residence, and to the extent required by the law and the Contracting Authority. Should the country of country of registered seat of their business entity, place of business or residence not issue a certain document, the foreign tenderer shall prove compliance with such qualification prerequisites by means of a solemn declaration. Should the requirement compliance with which is to be proven not be enforced in  the country of registered seat of the tenderer´s business, place of business or residence, the foreign tenderer shall declare such fact through a solemn declaration. 
A foreign tenderer shall submit the necessary documents proving qualification in the original language with a certified translation into the Czech language unless stipulated otherwise in the Tender Dossier or an international treaty the Czech Republic is bound by. This shall also apply to cases of tenderers having registered seat of their business, place of business or residence in the Czech Republic but proving compliance with the qualification requirements by means of documents in a language other than the Czech language. The requirement to attach certified translation of the documents into the Czech language shall not apply to documents in the Slovak language.

7.9. SUBcotractors and a joint bid by multiple tenderers 
Tenderers are required to declare in the bid, should they wish to use subcontractors, their intent to contract selected works out to one or more subcontractors. The declaration shall include identification data of such contractor(s). 

Should the subject matter of the tender is to be performed by several suppliers and they decide to submit or intend to submit a joint bid, each supplier shall demonstrate their compliance with the basic qualification prerequisites pursuant to Section 50 (1) a) of the Act and professional qualification prerequisites pursuant to Section 54a) of the Act in their full scope. Qualifications pursuant to Section 50 (1) b ) and d ) of the Act must be proven by all suppliers together. In the case of proving compliance with the qualification prerequisites of a subcontractor with, Section 51 (4) Act shall apply accordingly.
Should the subject matter of the tender is to be performed by several suppliers in accordance with Section 51 (5) of the Act, the suppliers shall be required to submit to the Contracting Authority, together with the documents proving their compliance with the qualification prerequisites, a contract embedding their joint commitment to be contractually bound, jointly and severally, to the authorities and any third parties in any legal relationships arising in connection with the contract, for the duration of the contract and for the duration of other obligations arising from the contract. The requirement for commitment under the first sentence that contractors were jointly and severally bound shall remain in force unless special legislation or the Contracting Authority stipulated otherwise.
Should the tenderer fail to prove certain qualification required by the Contracting Authority under Section 50 (1) b) and d) of the Act in full scope, the missing qualification may be supplied via a subcontractor. In such case, the tenderer shall submit to the Contracting Authority the following:
a)
documents proving subcontractor´s compliance with the basic qualification requirement pursuant to Section 53(1)j) of the Act and documents proving compliance with the professional qualification prerequisites pursuant to Section 54a) of the Act, and

b)
a contract concluded with the subcontractor stipulating the obligation of the subcontractor to provide services and works in support of the contractor´s performance of the subject matter of the public tender or to provide items or rights, the contractor will be entitled to use in the course of the implementation of the subject matter of the public contract, all the above at least to the extent to which the subcontractor proved their qualification prerequisites pursuant to Section 50(1) b) and d) of the Act.

Tenderers may not use a subcontractor to prove compliance with qualification prerequisites pursuant to Section 54a) of the Act.

7.10. authenticity and dating of documents 
Tenderers shall submit documents proving compliance with the qualification criteria in copies, unless expressly stipulated otherwise. 
Documents proving compliance with the qualification criteria and the extract from the Business Register shall be dated no more than 90 days prior to the date of bid submission.

    7.11 SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS OF THE CONTRACTING AUTHORITY 

The Contracting Authority reserves the following procedure for selecting a contractor:

The tenderer who submits the lowest bid price and meets all requirements of the public tender will be, after the evaluation and assessment of bids, invited to submit a test report from a certified testing authority on the resilience and ability of the proposed anti-reflective ballistic solutions for specified ammunition. Tests shall be carried out in the facilities of the Czech Institute for Firearms and Ammunition, Jilmová 759/12, Praha 3 or VTÚ, state owned company and performed by Testing institute for small arms and protective equipment, a branch of VTÚVM, Dlouhá 300, 763 21, Slavičín one month after notice at the latest. The tenderer shall inform the Contracting Authority of the test dates no later than 5 days prior to the tests and the Contracting Authority may participate at them.

The tenderer shall submit test protocol or protocols to the Contracting Authority, which has the right to reject the contractual relationship should in case of unsatisfactory tests he test results not be satisfactory.

8. CONDITIONS AND REQUIREMENTS FOR PROCESSING OF bids 
8.1. CONTENTS OF THE BID
· The bid shall include all data and declarations pursuant to Section 68 (3) of the   Act.
· The tenderer shall stipulate in the bid the pricelist of services in respect of ballistic protection and the system of forced entry doors and windows. 
·  
The tenderer shall attach to the bid images of interior and exterior (photos or videos) of already completed constructions (focusing on ballistic solutions for shooting ranges, training simulators or similar structures).

· The tenderer shall complete a table which is attached as Attachment 4 of the Tender Dossier. The table shall be used by the Contracting Authority for assessing the bid, not to evaluate it.  

8.2. tenderer´s bid
The bid must be submitted in a written form, in the Czech language or in an officially certified translation into the Czech language and in a sealed envelope, which shall be:

a) Titled: DO NOT OPEN – public procurement: „Borek – training simulator“;

b) marked with the bidding company´s name or the name of the tenderer and signed by the tenderer or tenderers or the person or persons authorized to act on their behalf;

c) marked with the tenderer´s contact address to which the authority may send notification pursuant to Section 69(5) of the Act in case of a bid submitted after the deadline for submission of bids;
d) secured appropriately and protected against opening or damage as a result of postal handling.
The Contracting Authority recommends the tenderers to duly bind or staple the original bid to prevent loss or manipulation with individual pages. The best solution is to bind all pages with a thread and seal the ends with a stamped adhesive label bearing the signature of the person responsible to act on behalf of the tenderer. All copies shall be fully legible, no overwriting or other interventions in the text allowed. 
       In case of a bid submitted by multiple tenderers (a joint bid), the bid shall bear the name of the person empowered to represent such tenderers in contact with the Contracting Authority in the course of the procurement procedure.
The entire bid must be submitted as an one original hard copy (marked "original"), one copy of the original (marked "copy" as recommended by the Contracting Authority) and one copy in the electronic form on a data medium (CD) in PDF and DOC. The Contracting Authority requires the tenderer to mark the data medium with the tenderer´s identification data and the title of the public tender. The original hard copy of the bid shall be signed by a person authorized to act on behalf or for the tenderer.

9.1. changes of conditions of the procurement process 
The Contracting Authority reserves the right to change or modify conditions given by the Tender Dossier. Such changes or modifications may be made pursuant to a tenderer´s request for clarification of the Tender Dossier or on the Contracting Authority´s own initiative. In such case, the Contracting Authority shall extend the deadline for bid submission pursuant to Section 40 (3) of the Act.

9.2. requirements for bid variants
No bid variants allowed by the Contracting Authority.

9.3. publication
By submitting the bid, the tenderer recognizes the fact that the Contracting Authority, after having concluded a contract with the tenderer who had presented the best bid or after having cancelled the procurement procedure, post to its web Contracting Authority profile www.zakazky.mvcr.cz a report on examination and evaluation of bids, a protocol on the opening procedure, a protocol on examination of qualifications, and a protocol on deliberations of the evaluation commission. Such recognition shall imply consent of the tenderer with the above.
