Art. 1 Definition of performance of public Contract. 
1.1 Delivery of multifunctional protective sets is required. The bid is not divided into defined parts according to the specification mentioned below: 
Multifunctional protective set including casings

quantity: 
2,000 pcs - at least 2,000 pieces; real number of pieces will result from calculation from expected value CZK 67,914,000 including VAT divided by the bid price for one set, including all components and casings required (as specified in Annex 4 to TD) including VAT so that the expected value mentioned above is not exceeded. 
Technical specification
Annex 4 to TD.
 1.2. Performance of public Contract
Performance of the public Contract means delivery of the goods according to 1.1 of TD that conform to all conditions defined herein. 
The winning applicant will deliver test series of 100 sets within 60 days of signature of the purchase Contract, however, by 31 December 2014 at the latest. 
Following verification of properties of the delivered sets (the verification will take about 2 months), the Contracting Authority will agree start of production of the remaining sets or make requests for final adjustments without impact on change. 
The winning applicant will deliver the remaining part of the performance within 6 months of approval of the final product design, however, by 15 December 2015 at the latest. 
The place of performance will be the storage spaces of :

1.3. Technical specification of the public Contract
Detail description of the goods is specified in Technical specification, see Annex 4 of TD. 
The goods must be all new (not compiled from refurbished components), Police of the Czech Republic must be the first user and the design will conform to current production products. 
1.4. Expected value of the public Contract amounts to CZK 67,914,000 including VAT (CZK 56,127,272,73 without VAT). 
1.5.
Variants of the bid
No variants are permitted. 
 1.6 Requirement for processing of the bid price 
The bid price will be specified in CZK as follows: 
The bid price in CZK per one multifunctional protective set as follows: price without VAT, VAT and price including VAT regardless on size of the set, including required components, casings, special production, training, transport and packing costs. 
The bid price will be also processed in the form of table specified in Annex 1 of TD - Bid casing sheet. 
The bid price will be defined as maximum permissible price, which may not be exceeded, except for legal change to VAT rate, and will include all components of the sets including casings, finalization of protective set according personal proportions for the selected number of policemen (special production, in the Czech Language měřenka), training, transport and packing costs. The bid price for one set will be identical across different sizes. 
Detail breakdown of price of all set components will be listed in Annex 1 to the purchase price. 
Pursuant to § 76,  1 of Act the Contracting Authority defines that the bid price for one multifunctional protective set may be max CZK 33,957.00 including VAT. A bid, which will contain higher bid price than CZK 33,957.00, will be rejected from the tender.
The bid price will comply with calculation according to Act No. 235/2004 Coll. on value added tax, as amended; should the calculation not to comply with the law, the price including VAT will be recalculated and the price in CZK including VAT will be always used. 
1.7 Warranty and post-warranty conditions
The Contracting Authority requires at least five-year warranty (60 months) for the delivered goods provided that the storage conditions mentioned in Annex 2 to the purchase Contract are complied with. In addition, the Contracting Authority requires a guarantee for spare parts for at least 10 years after expire of the warranty. Specific prerequisites are specified in Annex 4 of TD. 
The warranty and post-warranty conditions are also specified in Annex 3 of article VII of the purchase Contract. 
The applicant may offer better warranty and post-warranty conditions. 
Art. 2 Business terms and conditions.
The business and payment terms and conditions are specified in obligatory text of the purchase Contract attached in Annex 3 to TD. 
The Contracting Authority provides no advance payments. 
2.1.Publishing, information about funding from the programme
Information about co-financing of the project from the Swiss-Czech Cooperation Programme (including use of logo) needs to be given in case of all promotional events in the course of implementation of the project, in media presentation about the project and on all printed, electronic, and audio-visual materials related to the project.

Art. 3 Instructions for processing of the bid
The applicant will submit the bid in writing in the Czech language. Foreign language texts will be supported by authenticated translation into Czech. Czech will be the official language for all communication between the applicant and the Contracting Authority related to affairs of this tender procedure. The Contracting Authority will not provide any translation services in favour of the applicants. The applicants registered in Slovakia may submit their bids in the Slovak language. 
The bid must be written or printed legibly, by non-erasable print, without inserts between lines, corrections, deletions or overwriting, except for correction of mistakes that need to be initialled by the applicant. 
The request for submission of protocols on resistance to offered samples must be supported from certified test laboratories in original or authenticated copy according to prerequisites in Annex 4 of TD. The protocols will be made in Czech or supported with authenticated translation into Czech. 
All bid sheets including their Annexes will be numbered in ascending order in numbers. 
The bid will be delivered according to the § 69,  5 of Act, i.e. in properly sealed envelope labelled with "MULTIFUNCTIONAL protective SET (KOMPLET PROTIÚDEROVÝ MULTIFUNKČNÍ)". The envelope will contain address to which notification according to § 71,  5 of Act may be delivered and clearly identified with "Do not open, bid for a public Contract / Neotevírat, nabídka k veřejné zakázce".
The bids delivered upon expire of the bid submission deadline will not be opened. The Contracting Authority will inform the applicant immediately about submission of his bid after the deadline for submission of bids.

Deadline for submission of the bids is by 12 August 2014 9:30 a.m.  Envelope opening session will take place on 12 August 2014 at 9:30 
Envelope opening session place: Pelléova 21, 160 00 Praha 6- Bubeneč, conference room, fifth floor. 
The Contracting Authority recommends personal delivery of the bid. 
Delivery of the bid is taking over of the same by the Contracting Authority or insertion of the bid to a mailbox of the Contracting Authority is regarded as delivery personally and by mail, respectively. 
Appeals or notifications sent by registered mail to communication address specified by the applicant will be regarded as delivered on the day of their picking up or upon expire of the deadline for picking up as defined by mail service operator. 
All documents submitted in the bid, which require signature of the applicant (§ 68 of Act) need to be signed by a person authorized to Act on behalf of or for the applicant. In addition to statutory body of the applicant or the applicant-legal person, that person may be a confidential clerk/ procurist or other person delegated based on full power of attorney for representation of the applicant in the public Contract procedure. 
The contents of the bid must be according to provisions of § 68  2) of the Act.
The Contracting Authority recommends that no other documents, printed materials or leaflets etc. are added to the bid, except for the documents and materials required by law and which are directly required by the Contracting Authority in the tender conditions. 
The applicant will submit the bid in original and also in one electronic copy (CD), submits three samples of the multifunctional protective sets, including transport bags, accessories and instruction manual in Czech in L, XL, and XXL sizes. 
Art. 4 Classification and contents of the bid
4.1. Casing sheet
To compile the casing sheet, the applicant will use sample of the "Bid casing sheet" form from Annex 1 to TD. 
The Contracting Authority requires submission of values of the following indicators in Annex No. 1 - Bid casing sheet in the form of filling in the table:

4.2. Contents of the bid
The bid will according to Annex 6 to TD include all required parts of the bid and numbers of relevant sheets will be assigned to them. 
4.3 Documents on compliance with qualification prerequisites
The Contracting Authority informs the applicants that time for demonstration of qualification will be demonstrated according to § 52, 1) of Act; age of the documents must comply with provisions of § 57, 2) of Act and they are submitted in copy according to § 57, 1) of Act. 
4.3.1 Documents on meeting of all basic qualification prerequisites (§ 53, of the Act):
Compliance with the basic qualification prerequisites according to § 53  1) paragraph a) and b) will be demonstrated by the applicant by submission of an abstract from Criminal Register both of the legal entity as well as its statutory body or each member of the statutory body.
Compliance with the basic qualification prerequisites according to § 53  1), paragraph f) will be demonstrated by the applicant by submission of a confirmation from a relevant financial office, and as far as excise tax is concerned, by affirmation sample of which is specified in Annex No. 2 to TD. 
Compliance with the basic qualification prerequisites according to § 53  1), paragraph h) will be demonstrated by the applicant by submission of a confirmation from a relevant body that the applicant does not have any insurance arrears and penalties for social security and state unemployment policy contribution. 
Compliance with the basic qualification prerequisites according to § 53  1),  paragraph c) to e), f) - with respect to excise tax, g), j) and k) will be demonstrated by the applicant by submission of a confirmation sample of which is specified in Annex No. 2 to TD. 
4.3.2 Documents on meeting of all professional qualification prerequisites (§ 54, of the Act):
Compliance with the professional qualification prerequisites according to § 54, paragraph a) of Act will be demonstrated by the applicant by submission of an abstract from the Commercial Register, if registered therein, or an abstract from similar register, if registered therein. 
Compliance with the professional qualification prerequisites according to § 54, paragraph b) of Act will be demonstrated by the applicant by submission a document for business Activity permission to the extent corresponding to subject of this public contract. 
4.3.3 Affirmation related to his economic and financial eligibility of the applicant to perform the public contract (§ 50,  1, paragraph c) of the Act), 
4.3.4 Documents on meeting of all technical qualification prerequisites (§ 56 of the Act):
Compliance with the technical qualification prerequisites according to § 56, 1), paragraph a) of the Act will be demonstrated by the applicant by submission of a list of significant supplies, i.e. the supplies of similar nature, e.g. ballistic protective gears or protective gears or ballistic and protective gears performed by the supplier in last three years with indication of their extent and term of performance. The list must show that the applicant has realized supplies for at least CZK 5 million including VAT in last three years, whereas minimum number of supplies is at least one supply. 
For the purpose of user tests, the applicant will provide according to § 56,  1), paragraph e) of the Act three free samples of the multifunctional protective sets including transport bags, accessories in sizes L, XL, and XXL and instruction manual in the Czech language for each set. The Contracting Authority will return the samples of the sets including their accessories according to § 56, 8) of the Act and the Contracting Authority warns that user tests will be performed thereon. 
4.3.5. Other conditions for demonstrating of the basic and professional qualification prerequisites, for example an abstract from the list of qualified, certified, or foreign suppliers, demonstration of qualification using a subcontractor or for joint bid are specified in relevant sections of the Act. 
4.4. Other documents and prerequisites
4.4.1. Here, the applicant will submit: 
· according to § 68, 3), paragraph a) of the Act the list of statutory bodies or members of statutory bodies who were involved in labour-legal, functional, or similar relation with the Contracting Authority, 
· according to § 68,  3), paragraph b) of the Act, if the applicant is a joint stock company, the list of shareholders, of which total face value exceeds 10% of the registered capital, within the deadline for submission of the bids, 
· according to § 68,  3), paragraph c) of the Act declaration of the applicant that he neither did or will enter a prohibited agreement according to special legislation in relation with the assigned public contract. 
4.4.2. Documents about product quality inspection - required in Annex No. 4 of TD - Technical specification, 
The applicant will demonstrate performance and results of the tests of the required product. The documents will be in Czech or authenticated translation into Czech. 
The Contracting Authority requires the applicant to submit in his bid: 
Unambiguous declaration of a certified test laboratory to required: 
·  Fire-resistance, 
·  Resistance to thrusting weapons, 
·  Ballistic resistance, 
·  Hygienic safety, 
·  Thermal test, 
·  Impact test. 
Authorization of the certified laboratory for accreditation (or similar authorization) in Czech or authenticated translation into Czech. 
The Contracting Authority notes that where compliance with ČSN standards is only required in the text of the technical specification (i.e. no EN standard equivalent exists), the tests need to be performed according to ČSN by a test laboratory authorized to perform the tests. 
4.4.3. Here, the applicant may attach other documents he considers appropriate and related with the public contract. 
4.5. Signed obligatory sample of purchase contract
4.5.1. The applicant will submit the obligatory text of the purchase contract attached in Annex No. 3 of TD. 
A person authorized to deal on behalf of the applicant must sign the draft contract.
The Contracting Authority requires so that the applicant confirms the following conditions in the purchase contract: 
· the contractor will deliver first 100 test pieces within two weeks of signing of the contract, however, by 31 December 2014 at the latest and remaining pieces will be delivered within 6 weeks of approval of the final product design, by 15 December 2015 at the latest 
to the Svojšice storage - Správa logistického zabezpečení Policejního prezidia ČR, 
· warranty and post-warranty service according to article VII, Annex No. 3 of the TD,
· in case the goods will be the subject of the development, the applicant will neither apply for copyright nor industrial design right, 
· the Contracting Authority may present the goods as protective outfit components. 
4.5.2. The obligatory text of purchase contract will be completed by the applicant with the following data: 
· identification data of the Contractor - contracting parties, 
· amount of the bid price in Art. IV – Price of the goods, 
· warranty period in Art. VII– Warranty for quality of the goods
· place, date and signature of persons(s) authorized to Act on behalf of the applicant. 
4.5.3. The Contracting Authority reserves right to further negotiate the final wording of the purchase contract and require its change or modification except for the conditions defined herein (formal changes only) according to the Act. 
4.5.4. Annexes to the purchase contract
Annex No. 1 – Technical specification and Specification of the goods and price (to be prepared by the applicant) with specification of the goods, particularly business name, exact technical data according to Annex No. 4 and data according to clause 1.6 of TD for price.
Annex No. 2 - Storage conditions (to be prepared by the applicant if required). 
4.6. Integrity clause - affirmation according to Annex No. 5 TD, and it will also be an integral part of the purchase contract. 
4.7. Special production (in Czech language měřenka)
Special production i.e. finalization of protective set according personal proportions for the selected number of policemen  (clarification of the translator) represents max 10% of total supply and will be included in the bid price per one set. Taking of measures for the special production will be performed so that the Contracting Authority will arrange gathering of the users to one place in the Czech Republic for measurements to be taken by the contractor. 
4.8. Provision of additional information and presentation of samples
The applicants may ask for additional information according to provisions of § 49 of the Act. The applicant will direct his questions to contacts mentioned in the beginning of this TD. 
A sample of the protective helmet and samples of components in casings according to Annex No. 4 of TD are available from appointed employee of the Contracting Authority, lieutenant colonel Mgr. Karel Ahg, phone number 97483469.  The Contracting Authority notes that no information will be provided in examination of the samples; they can only be received according to § 49 of the Act. 
Art. 5 Review of the bids
The evaluation commission will review the bids. A work group teamed up based on instruction of Property Administration Department Manager (hereinafter referred to as "OSM PP") for performing of the user tests, will perform practical review whether the submitted samples comply with the requirements of the Contracting Authority to the extent of the tender documentation except for the properties and parameters declared by the certified test laboratories; this will be made before beginning of the user tests under review of the bids based on request of the evaluation commission. 
Following practical review of properties according to table 1, the work group will submit protocols from practical review to the evaluation commission to complete review of the bids (i.e. the bids, which did not comply with the parameters in table 1 of TD, will be rejected from review). The protocols from practical review of the bids will be attached to the bid review and evaluation report. 
Only the applicants, who comply with the requirements and parameters of the following table, will promote to evaluation of their bids:

Art. 6 Method for reviewing of the bids.
6.1. The bids will be evaluated according to the basic evaluation criterion: 
· economic advantageousness of the bid. 

6.2. Partial evaluation criteria
The partial evaluation criteria are the bid unit price (60% weight) and user tests (40% weight).  The bid unit price (hereinafter referred to as "price") includes price for one multifunctional protective set including VAT according to 1.6 of TD. The user tests refer to verification of suitability level of the offered multifunctional protective set according to 1.6 of TD. 
The user tests will take place in the course of evaluation of the bids based on internal management action (instruction from OSM PP manager) with stipulation of organizational and time course of the user tests and their personal arrangement. 
The evaluation commission will review the bids. The evaluation commission will perform evaluation of the partial criteria of the user test based on protocols obtained from members of the work group involved in the user tests. 
6.3. Evaluation of the bids
To determine price points, the following formula is used: 
Number of points = 100 x value of the most suitable bid
                                                Value of the bid
To determine user test points, the following procedure is used:
The evaluation commission will appoint points to each sample based on the user test protocol as specified in table No. 2 of TD. The evaluation commission will assign and sum up the points in all evaluated items for each sample from all members of the work group. The sample (bid), which earns the highest point number, scores 100 points and the other samples will be scored by the evaluation commission as follows: 
Number of points = 100 x          number of points of sample

Final evaluation:
The number of points scored by the bid for price and user tests will be multiplied by their % weights and summed up. The most suitable bid is the one with the highest scored points. In equality of points, the most suitable bid will be the one that scored the highest amount of points in the user test criterion of among the equal point count. 
6.4. Performing of the user tests:
The user tests will evaluate the properties of the submitted samples to the extent specified in table 2 of TD. According to conditions of the tender documentation, the conditions of the user tests will be stipulated by internal management action - instruction from OSM PP manager on organizational arrangement and performance of the user tests. 
The OSM PP manager will appoint a work group teamed of, in addition to the project responsible officer, the employees of the Contracting Authority and evaluators from Police of the Czech Republic, who know the art and use of the impact resistant and ballistic protective equipment based on a proposal of relevant service officers. 
In order to perform the user test, each applicant will provide three free samples of the protective sets including transport bags, accessories and Czech instruction manual in L, XL, and XXL size. 
The applicant acknowledges that the multifunction protective sets will be used to the extent of the technical specification during the user tests and they may be damaged. In this case, neither financial nor material compensation will be granted to the applicant. 
For safety and anonymity of the evaluation, the Contracting Authority does not permit presence of representatives of the applicants in the user tests. 
Following the user tests, the work group will submit user test protocols to the evaluation commission for evaluation (i.e. scoring of points according to table 2 and summary of the results for each evaluated sample).

Members of the work group will not be informed during the tests about content of the bids, names of companies or names of individual applicants. 
The user tests will be performed according to internal methodology (Annex to Instruction of OSM PP manager) in the area of visual inspection of the set design and complex handling, level of anti-impact protection, checking of comfort and comfortable wearing of the set in protective position (various protection combinations) when walking, running, standing and sitting on different terrain surface and in buildings, in getting on, during driving, and getting of a vehicle, when using the repressive gears to the extent according to table 2 of TD. 
The results of testing of samples from individual applicants will be reviewed from the point of view of utility properties. Each member of the work group will subjectively review the level of compliance of each tested criterion from 1 to 4, where: 
level 1:"The sample complies with requests" (the best rating, highest points will be scored in evaluation of the bids - 100%)
level 2: "The sample provides limited comfort, functional compliance" (worse rating with lower points scored than at level 1, i.e. 75%)
level 3: "The sample compliant in comfort, limited functional compliance" (worse rating with lower points scored than at level 2, i.e. 25%)
level 4: "The sample provides limited comfort and function" (worse rating with lower points scored than at level 3, i.e. 10%)
Each member of the work group will indicate his/her opinion in the prepared form and assignment of level 2 to 4 will be properly justified. /1/ Upon submission of the bid, the Contractor declared that the bid was prepared according to the principles of free competition, fair business relations and impartiality of the Contractor. The Contractor will immediately inform the Contracting Authority in case the declared impartiality of the Contractor ceases to exist during performance of the contract.
/2/ The Contractor will always act impartially and according to code of ethics of his trade. He must refrain from public declarations about the project or supplies, unless prior written consent of the Contracting Authority is given. The Contractor may not bind the Contracting Authority in any way, unless prior written consent of the customer is given.
/3/ For the term of the contract, the Contractor, his employees and experts in relationship other than employment with the Contractor will respect human rights and agree to respect political, cultural, and religion habits of the Czech Republic.
/4/ The Contractor may not receive any payment related to the contract except for the payments specified therein. The Contractor, his employees and experts in relationship other than employment may neither perform any activity not accept any benefit not related with their liabilities towards the Contractor or Contractor's liabilities towards the Contracting Authority.
/5/ The Contractor, his employees and experts in relationship other than employment with the Contractor will keep confidentiality for the term of the contract and after expiration thereof as well. All reports and documents made by or received by the Contractor or the Contracting Authority will be confidential except for the documents according to § 147a of the Act. 
/6/ All outcomes and reports obtained, compiled, or processed by the Contractor in performance of the contract are the exclusive property of the Contracting Authority, if they were subject of the development. The Contractor will remain the property rights and intellectual property rights, which were not subject of the development and the Contractor has applied them already before conclusion of the Contract. 
/7/ The Contractor will refrain from any relationships, which could cast doubts about his impartiality or the same of his employees or experts in relationship other than employment with the Contracting Authority. In case the Contractor ceases to be impartial, the Contracting Authority will have right for withdrawal from the contract regardless of damage and the Contractor will not be eligible for compensation of damage.
/8/ Should it be emerged that the Contractor violated laws in the course of awarding of the public contract of performance thereof (in the sense of Act No. 40/2009 Coll., criminal code), such as bribery, fraud or other illegal action in the field of awarding of public contracts, the Contracting Authority may withdraw from this contract with the effects of withdrawal as of the effective date of this contract. The inspections may take place within 10 years of approval of the project final report. The Contracting Authority will inform the Contractor about date of approval of the final project report.
/4/ The Contractor agrees to provide adequate access to the representatives of the Contracting Authority, Swiss representatives represented by SECO (State Office for Economic Affairs) and SDC (Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation), representatives of Swiss embassy in the Czech Republic, representatives of the provider of the grant (Ministry of Interior), representatives of NKJ-MF (National Coordination Unit of the Ministry of Finance), Audit entity, employed by NKJ-MF for audit of the Czech-Swiss Cooperation Projects, or other relevant inspection bodies to the places and locations of performance of the Contract, including his information systems, as well as documents and databases related to technical and financial management of the project and to make any and all steps necessary for facilitating of their work. The representative will have their access granted based on confidentiality liability towards third parties. The Contractor will make sure the documents are easily accessible and stored to facilitate their review.
/5/ The Contractor shall arrange that the rights of the above inspection institutions to run audits, inspections, and verifications will equally apply, under identical conditions and rules, to any subcontractor or any third party that benefits from the funds provided under this contract.
Article XII
Common and final provisions
/1/ Mutual relations of the parties not explicitly defined in this contract shall be governed by relevant provisions of the civil code. 
/2/ The provisions on the contractual penalty shall be without prejudice to potential right of the Contracting Authority for damages from the Contractor at the amount at which the real damage exceeds the contractual penalty agreed for potential breach of the Contractor's obligations. 
/3/ The contractual penalties and damages according to this Contract and civil code, which should be paid by the Contractor to the Contracting Authority, shall be applied by relevant employee of SLZ PP on behalf of the Contracting Authority. 
/4/ The Contracting Authority shall have right to withdraw from the contract in case of serious breach of this contract by the Contractor. The serious breach of the contract shall particularly means: 
-
delay of the Contractor with delivery of the goods for more than 30 days; 
-
false or misleading declaration of the Contractor according to Article IX, clause /2/. 
-
the Contractor fails to deliver the 100 pcs verification set of the protective sets by 20 December 2014. 
/5/ The Contracting Authority will have right to withdraw from the Contract also if:
- insolvency proceeding is initiated against assets of the Contractor and the bankruptcy order was issued in the proceeding, if permitted by legislation;
-  an insolvency motion for the Contractor was rejected due to insufficient assets of the Contractor for payment of the insolvency proceeding expenses;
-  the Contractor becomes bankrupt. 
/6/ The Contractor shall have right to withdraw from this Contract if the Contracting Authority is in delay with payment of the invoice for more than 30 days of invoice maturity date. 
/7/ The effects of withdrawal occur on the day of delivery of written notification on withdrawal to the other party. 
/8/ The Contractor shall inform the Contracting Authority about compliance with condition according to § 81 of the Act No. 435/2004 Coll. on employment, if compliance is ensured. 
/9/ The Contractor shall inform the Contracting Authority in writing about existing or potential conflict of interests immediately after the conflict of interest or it is clear that the Contractor was not able to find out the conflict of interest based on reasonable expert care before conclusion of this contract. The conflict of interest refers to activity of Contractor due to which provisions of Act No. 159/2006 Coll. on conflict of interest in § 2  3), paragraph b) and § 3  2), paragraph a) are constituted. 
/10/ The Contractor agrees without any objections with publishing of his identity and other data mentioned in the Contract including price of the goods.
/11/ The parties agreed that all disputes resulting in relation with implementation of the Contract shall be resolved amicably by agreement. Should no agreement be found, the courts of relevant jurisdiction shall decide. 
/12/ Neither the Contractor nor the Contracting Authority are authorized without prior written consent of the other party to assign the rights and obligations from this purchase contract to any third party. 
/13/ Included in this Contract are:
· Annex No. 1 Technical specification and Specification of the goods and price - to be made by the applicant
·    Annex No. 2 - Storage conditions (to be prepared by the applicant if required).
/14/ This Contract may be modified or amended based on agreement of both contracting parties based on numbered amendments thereto. 
/15/ This contract has been made in nine originals, seven originals for the Contracting Authority and two originals for the Contractor. 
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The Contract becomes valid and effective as of the date of signing thereof by both contracting parties.

NAME OF THE PROPERTY
"Multifunctional protective set" 
1) NOMENCLATURE NUMBER
No nomenclature number was assigned; this is a newly purchased property. Numbering will be made after procurement. 
2) CPV CODE IDENTIFICATION
35000000-4 Security, firefighting, police, and protective equipment. 
3) TECHNICAL DESCRIPTION
The protective sets as protective preventive gear are already in the outfit of Police of the Czech Republic. However, substantial type change to these protective preventive gears has recently been initiated. 
Required modernization and outfit with the new multifunctional set represents: 
·  provision of required protection of policemen and increased wearing comfort; 
·  following of new trends in development of the protective means and their use; 
·  adaptation to new tactic and strategy for deployment of selected group of policemen for security measures; 
·  response to times and methods of attacks on policemen; 
·  response to ending expiration period of existing protective gears; 
·  compliance with user prerequisites for simple and multifunctional protective gear; 
·  implementation of the modular system with exchangeable components that represents saving of costs in the future periods. 
The proposed solution of the multifunction protective set must meet technical, use, and other parameters and properties required generally in this technical and economic specification. 
Description of the protective system: 
The required multifunctional protective set will be a personal protective gear of policemen of anti-riot units intended for protection of trunk against effect of bullets, fragments and other mechanical hits to the extent of verification resisting to thrusting weapons protecting the trunk and limbs against impact and fall of thrown objects. The gear is used for top wearing on clothes and its structure must allow proper placement of symbols, labels, identification numbers that declare affiliation with the Police of the Czech Republic. The set is intended for protection according to required standards in case of attack led by an attacker against intervening policemen, particularly by: 
human force:
· hands (hits))
· legs (kicks/from place, kicks/from movement/)
human force with use of various things:
· threw bottle rockets, chemicals etc., 
· hits with an iron tube (3cm diameter, 80cm length), 
· hits with a wooden prism (5x5cm diameter, 80cm length),
· throwing of cobblestones (granite, 6x6cm, from 10m distance),
· throwing of cobblestones (granite, 15x15cm, from 3m distance),
· throwing of nuts and similar things, 
· shooting of nuts and bolts (M10, 20) and steel balls from catapult (distance  
       up to 15m),
· the set may neither catch in fire and drip in case of attacking with  flammables, 
· resistance to chemicals (e.g. lye, acids, solvents etc.) (Note: Considering practical impossibility to specify the extent of potential chemicals used by offenders, no tests are required; it is fine to submit declaration of manufacturer/supplier that he is not aware of any extreme reaction of quoted chemicals with the material used for production of the multifunctional protective set). 
· buffering response of each component of the set must be so that relevant body part is able to withstand the hit (reduce the active force to an acceptable level) without causing unwanted trauma (fracture etc.), 
Wearing is expected over an overall made from reduced flammability material, donning over proven components. Required colour of all set components is black. Plastic components will be in matt design. 
The following protection is required:
· Effective covering of sensitive parts with sufficient backbone protection and other sensitive body parts for which individual parts of the multifunctional set provide the cover. All bending body parts must remain flexible and bending. Covering and level of  the body protection must reduce likelihood of injury from things or force from the front, sides and behind,
· trunk (front, rear, side), (soft ballistics across the circumference, protective panels in the front and rear), (with max user-friendly protection),
· neck, where it may not prevent from movement in protective helmet with closed shield and may not cause abrasions, must protect neck sufficiently when forward bending in proven helmet, ballistic protection, 
· upper limbs - upper hand part (sleeve) - removable ballistic and anti-impact protection are required, 
-
shoulder - removable ballistic protection, anti-impact protection, 
-
the anti-impact protection is required for covering the connection between the sleeve and shoulder protection, 
-
elbows and forearm - anti-impact protection - best from two parts, mutually disconnectable, may not overlap wrist joint, on external side of the forearm only, 
· - genitals, groins - genitals/groins - ballistic protection,
·  lower limbs - knees and shin with anti-impact protection, without protection of calf muscles, without protection of ankle and instep. One connected protective component. 
More details about tested protection against thrusting weapons:
· Trunk protection - required protection of inserted plastic components of thoracic and backbone part must comply with TON II (ČSN 395360).
· Protection of shoulders, upper arms - inserted components to supporting system or plastic covering of risky points. Resistance must comply with prerequisites of TON I (ČSN 395360). 
· Protection of elbow and forearm - specific protective component, best composing of two parts: elbow protection and forearm protection with possible connection, demountable connection. Resistance of protective plastic materials TON I (ČSN 395360). Protection of forearm must not overlap the wrist joint; it must not be robust and must not restrict movement. The plastic reinforcement or protection is required on external side of the forearm only. 
· Protection of knee, shin - specific protective component focused particularly on protection of knee joint and shin, resistance of protective plastic materials must comply with TON I (ČSN 395360). Lower part of the shin protection must not overlap the ankle. It must not be too robust and restrict movement. Comfortable bending of lower limb in knee joint must be ensured. 
Protection of elbows, forearm, knees and shins must be as most anatomical and ergonomic as possible to shape of the limbs. No protection of calf muscles is required. Protection of instep and ankle is required neither. 
Individual components of the multifunctional protective set must be compatible, well connectable and fixable to protected body part. Ventilation of the set must be possible (air circulation by the user's body).
More details about tested ballistic protection:
All components with required ballistic protection (soft ballistics - inserts) must comply with the level of ballistic protection according to standard NIJ 0101.04, class NIJ IIIA.
Structure of the set must allow:
· quick donning and doffing of the set without assistance of another person, 
· adjustability of individual set components with the use of fixing segments with good fixation also in abrupt movements and relocation, 
· fixing and protective segments of the set must not protrude and no autonomous or unwanted releasing or loosening may occur with any of the set component connection. 
The maximum set weight up to 10,500 g (exact weight of the set will be specified in the bid) including soft ballistic and anti-impact protection (XL size, without bag and additional coverings) with maximum possible comfort in long-term donning and using without abrasions and pressure sores. The set must allow sufficient and comfortable movement of its user to the extent of usual conditions and Activities performed by anti-riot unit policemen (especially walking, running, getting over the barriers, use of enforcement gear, getting on and off a vehicle). 
Size parameters - required is sizing by standard sizes with possibility of extraordinary supplies of above-than-standard sizes (tailor-made products). Comparison table of sizes is required in the bid of the applicant. 

Included in the set must be a transport bag of adequate size on the understanding that complete multifunctional protective set and helmet with visor and protective mask, or water bottle (2l content) could be stored in the bag. A sample of the protective helmet will be available upon request from lieutenant colonel Mgr. Karel Agh from Anti-Riot Police Directorate (hereinafter referred to as "ŘSSP", phone 974834697). The Contracting Authority notes that no information will be provided in study of the samples; they can only be received according to § 49 of the Act. 
The set vest must be designed as supporting system for accessories and outfit of a policeman and at the same time, structure of internal pockets must allow inserting of components (inserts and plates) that offer basic ballistic or protective resistance. 
The multifunction system must connect three independently used gears so far: 
 1. Tactic vest, 2. Ballistic vest, 3. Protective set. 
An important aspect for structure of the vest is maximum possible user comfort. The vest of the multifunctional set must be coated with a special layer on inner side, which allows ventilation of human moisture (filet liner). Sufficiently strong ventilation layer must allow increase of "anti-shock" protection of the carrier. The set must allow maximum mobility and minimum restriction of wearers in performing standard tasks while retaining required ballistic and anti-impact protection. 
The basic structural requirement for the vest system is the possibility of opening of the vest so that it is not necessary pull the vest overhead. Structure of connections of the front parts must not reduce the level of ballistic or protective protection. 
The goal of the structural design is principal increase of the use comfort and increase of policeman's action readiness. 
Requirements for construction
The multifunctional protective set consists of the following parts (similar solution permitted):
Vest:
1) backbone part of the trunk, 
2)     chest part A,
3) chest part B,
4) and pair shoulder protectors - left
5) and right
6) pair arm protectors - left
7) and right
8) plastic protector of connecting part 4,5 and 6,7
9) front part of inserted removable neckband, 
10) rear part of inserted removable neckband,
11) removable protector of groins and genitals, 
12) protective plates, 
13) basic ballistic inserts. 
Other parts:
14) anti-impact protectors of elbows and forearms, L, R
15) anti-impact protectors of knees and shins, L, R
16) casings equipping the policeman (outfit, anti-chemical devices, communication devices - see requirements for connection of outfit and equipment, point 1) Outer casings for equipment). 
For ballistic inserts quoted in TS and protective plates, specified defined resistance is required. 
Structure, which provides the user with maximum free movement during donning, is required for them. When the vest is loaded with the protective plates and connected filled casings, mutual inadequate movement of individual chest parts may not take place, including mutual unwanted movement of individual vest layers against each other. 
Request for material
· Supporting and basic structural material "CORDURA 1000". (similar solution permitted - material that show comparable or better parameters and properties)
· Inner upholstery that guarantees required functional properties (especially ventilation and improvement of anti-shock properties). (filet protection)
· Connection components allow easy handling and sufficient connecting strength and resistance (in case of damage to mechanical connection element, user should be able to replace it without tampering with the set structure or with easy service). 
· Fire resistance:
Material of outer part of the protective set vest coat = supporting and basic structural material must be fire resistant according to measurements made according to ČSN EN ISO 14116 (EN ISO 14116:2008). Submission of test protocol with final conclusion from a certified laboratory that the material of outer part of the protective set conforms to requests ČSN EN ISO 14116 (EN ISO 14116:2008) for index of limited fire spread 1 is required. Cleaning index 5H/40. Higher washing temperature is permitted (or dry cleaning only), if it is directly specified in the maintenance manual from manufacturer of the material used for the protective set. 
Considering a request for a professional product with clear requirement of the Contracting Authority for reduced flammability of the main material of the protective set, it is not expected that the manufacturer would use uncovered connection components with the structure, flammability of which would cause disintegration of the structure of the supporting part of the set. 
Connection of individual vest components:
Strong and demountable side and shoulder connections must allow individual setup of the vest size. Connection of points in the shoulder part must be hidden and may not breach compact look of the vest. All connections must be secured against spontaneous or undesired release. 
Connection of chest components of the thorax part must allow quick fastening and releasing. Thanks to separation of chest components, the vest may be used as a shirt without necessity to put it over head. The connection structure must resist frequent fastening and releasing. Following repeated releasing and fastening, the chest components must be always be aligned according to user configuration. When the vest is loaded with the protective plates and connected casings, unwanted movement of components of the vest to each other and "collapse" of the vest may occur. 
Connections between supporting part of the vest, shoulder protectors and arm protectors must be made so that the connection allows full movement of the arms. It must allow setting  to required range of sizes and when the components are aligned correctly each other, it must make sure that no uncovered part exists between them. 
Protectors of neck, genitals and groins must allow fastening and releasing without use of the tools and other changes in the vest setup so that the user may either increase or decrease the protection level according to Actual (operative) need. 
Requirements for fastening of the gears and outfit:
The structure of the vest must be compact and hold shape even without inserted protective plates also in case of loading with attached casings filled with worn accessories. 
The vest must allow wearing of gears ad outfit components right on the external surface without necessity of donning of another, so called tactical vest. 
The vest must adequately follow the anatomic contours of body with either inserted basic ballistic inserts, anti-impact protective plates or without them as well as under condition of normally worn outfit components under the overall. 
1) Outer casings for gears - (outfit, anti-chemical means, communication means etc.).
Included in the basic version of the multifunctional protective set must be the following casings: 
- 1 cartridge pouch on 2 magazines for CZ 75 COMPACT pistol
- 2 cartridge pouches on 2 magazines for HK MP 5 pistol
- 4 cartridge pouches on 1 magazine for assault rifle G 36 or tear gas grenade 40mm
- 2 cartridge pouches for intervention P1 explosive
- 1 casing for RDST Matra G4 and one RDST Jupiter
- 1 variable casing for metal handcuff, 
- 1 universal casing with surface that allows placement of small POLICE label and personal identification number (two hook parts of Velcro fastener with 12 x 3.8 cm dimensions to place small POLICE label and ID number). 
- 1 casing for at least three grenades (non-lethal ammunition 40mm)
- 1 universal fastener casing (e.g. for personal first aid box)
Samples of components stored in the casings for policeman outfit will be available from lieutenant colonel Mgr. Karel Agh from ŘSPP, phone: 974834697. The Contracting Authority notes that no information will be provided with examination of the samples; they can only be received according to § 49 of the Act.  
Top material used for production of the accessories must demonstrate identical properties as the top material used for production of supporting part of the multifunctional protective set adapted according to requirements of this TS. 
To place and fix the casings, the vest surface must be sewn with supporting system e.g. "MOLLE" or similar with compatible structure (strip binding). The system for fixing of material must allow sufficient connection of the required material and accessories worn in the compatible casings. 
Covering of external surface of the vest with "MOLLE" system must be made on maximum surface so that configuration of the casings has the highest extent of variability and use. 
2) Integrated pocket
The backbone part of the vest may contain sewn-in big pocket for insertion of the hydration pouch. Closing flap of pocket for the hydration pouch also form the platform for big "POLICE" label (two strips of hook parts of Velcro fastener for fixing of big POLICE label. Dimensions of the ribbon closures are 34x3.8 cm and they are sewn over each other so that final width is 7.3 cm.)
It must be possible to insert hydration pouch of at least 1l volume to the pocket. The pocket may not protrude unless hydration pouch is inserted therein. 
In case that the rear part is not fitted with the integrated pocket, place for big "POLICE" label will be prepared in its upper part (two strips of hook part of Velcro fastener for fixing of bit POLICE label. Dimensions of the ribbon closures are 34x3.8cm and they are sewn over each other so that final width is 7.3cm.)
3) Evacuation emergency handle
A handle must be installed on the backbone part of the vest to remove injured policeman. The handle must be located above upper edge of the big "POLICE" label. It must allow immediate grasping with hand in a glove. The handle may not comply with requirements for emergency evacuation but it must withstand repeated towing of minimum 120kg load. 
Requirements for ballistic and anti-impact protection
Included in the protective system are the ballistic inserts or anti-impact plates. 
The basic structure of the vest must allow inserting of the ballistic inserts and anti-impact plates for ballistic or anti-impact protection of the wearer at level according to TS. 
The properties of the protective ballistic inserts and anti-impact plates must conform to requirements of applicable standards. The protective ballistic inserts with ballistic resistance NIJ IIIA according to NIJ STD 0101.04. The anti-impact plates according to standards (see required protection for individual components - chapter 3 of this Annex and the way of required quality inspection - chapter 5 of this Annex). 
Inserting and removing of the ballistic inserts and anti-impact plates must be user-friendly and must be performed without use of tools. 
Structure of the connections, which close the pockets for the ballistic inserts and anti-impact plates, must withstand frequent opening and closing. The connections must not lose their ability to hold in closed position. Spontaneous or undesired opening may occur. 
Location of the holes for insertion of the ballistic inserts and anti-impact plates must not break external appearance and compactness of the vest. If the holes are located on the inner layer on the user body, their seams may not cause pressure sores and skin abrasions. 
The inner surface fitting tightly to the body must be without wrinkles, waves and folds when the vest is set correctly with inserted or removed anti-impact plates and insert. 
The protective ballistic inserts and anti-impact plates inserted in the vest must not move inadequately when wearing. Shaping and style of the inserts and protective plates must ensure sufficient covering of the users; shaping must conform to anatomic arrangements of human body in corresponding size group, whereas the user may not be restricted inappropriately in normal activities when the set is in use. 
Overlap of the components of releasing front part of the vest must be sufficient to retain required ballistic protection. 
Protective ability of other vest components
The components "arm protection", "neck protection", and "removable groins protector" include parts of the ballistic protection (protective ballistic inserts) with the ballistic protection according to NIJ STD 0101.04 standard with NIJ IIIA ballistic resistance. The structure of the components must allow insertion and removal of the ballistic inserts without use of the tools. 
The arm protector must also be fitted with a fabric layer on the side adjoining to body (filet liner), (or other structure) for ventilation. 
The specific solutions and material requirements described in text of TS are indicative for resulting structure of the set proposed by any applicant; either similar or better could be offered. 
Basic properties of the protective multifunctional set:

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Shoulder and side connection will allow configuration of size based on user needs. The connections may not restrict function of the vest (hinder in shouldering the gun, restricting from switching of further components or pockets)

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Connection of front chest part must allow quick unfastening and fastening of the vest, easily reachable and controllable by user. Spontaneous or unwanted unfastening may take place. Connection of front parts must not reduce ballistic or counter-strike protection of the vest.

The multifunctional protective set must be fitted with resistant internal label containing all basic identification and information data located on the inner side of chest protection: 
· name "Multifunctional protective set"
· class of ballistic resistance of soft ballistics according to requested standard
· protection level against thrusting weapons (TON) according to ČSN 39 5360 for the protective plate and other specified parts,
· size, 
· production number of the protective set, see explanation note below,
· year of manufacture and warranted resistance time,
· month and year until when the resistance guarantee is provided in MM/YYYY format,
· serial number of the set in the delivered series,
· name and address of manufacturer of the multifunctional protective set,
· weight of the multifunctional protective set without transport bag,
· symbols for maintenance and treatment,
·    space for name of the user.
Data shown on the label must remain legible for the term of the vest lifecycle. 


Explanation note for the production number: the production number is 16-digit number consisting of "N" always on the first place - means purchase, next 4 places show month and year of purchase in MMYY format, place six shows always "Z" that is lifecycle and the next 4 places show month and year of end of the guaranteed lifecycle. Remaining 6 places is reserved for serial number of the supplier. 
Example: N0314Z0324000124  -   purchase in March 2014, lifecycle until March 2024, number 124 or 000124.
4) SPECIFIC PREREQUISITES
The functional reliability is required at temperature range from - 25 to + 50°C. Warranty period 5 years of delivery of the goods when the determined storage conditions are met. Lifecycle and warranty of required resistance for at least 10 years of delivery of the goods while complying with the determined storage conditions. 
Size range of the first 100 pieces will be specified before signing of the purchase Contract (proportional table of a specific manufacturer (applicant) is used for necessary specification of required sizes before signing of the purchase contract. (Generally, it is specified size 50, L, chest circumference, waist circumference, side circumference...) The specified dimensions must characterize size of the offered product so that the request for purchased sizes may be specified according to them. The Contracting Authority requires so that the applicant allows before signing of the purchase contract for specifying the required sizes, e.g. borrowing of border sizes, dimensional models etc. (they will not be subject of real use, just a helper will done them). 
The multifunctional protective components must be delivered in the size range containing the standard sizes. 
Following awarding of the contract to the winning applicant, training for basic use of a sample for about 100 persons in the ŘSPP Praha premises will be organized. 
5) METHOD OF REQUIRED QUALITY INSPECTION
Note: Where compliance with ČSN standards is required in text of the technical specification, submission of results of tests carried out by a certified test laboratory according to identical European standard issued in a different country will be accepted. Where compliance with ČSN standards is only required in the text of the technical specification (i.e. no EN standard equivalent exists), the tests need to be performed according to ČSN by a test laboratory authorized to perform the tests.   
Authorization of the certified laboratory for accreditation (or similar authorization) will be supported by non-authenticated copy thereof in Czech or authenticated translation into Czech.
The request for protocols to the offered sample:
Relevant authorized test laboratory will define the number of samples needed for the test based on requirements of relevant standard. In case the product is delivered in multiple sizes, medium size will be delivered for testing purposes. 
Resistance to thrusting weapons
Resistance of the protective gear must comply with ČSN 39 5360:1996 Resistance tests of protective gear (hereinafter referred to as "ČSN") in the thrusting weapons resistance class  ("TON") TON I and TON II, whereas at least TON II must be achieved for the chest and backbone protective plate and TON I for the other protective plastic components.
A valid test protocol issued by authorized test laboratory (certified test laboratory/test laboratory/state administration body authorized by law to perform expert activities and tests of ballistic-resistant materials and structures) from the applicant will demonstrate that the protective gear submitted in the bid complies in specific parts (components) with the request for resistance against thrusting weapons TON I and TON II as verified to the extent according to ČSN 39 5360. Unambiguous declaration of the certified test laboratory must stipulate that the protective gear complies with ČSN 395360 in the sense of clause 5.5.1 Test under operation conditions
· for classification in TON I class for resistance against thrusting weapons
· for classification in TON II class for resistance against thrusting weapons 
Ballistic resistance
A valid test protocol issued by authorized test laboratory (laboratory) from the applicant will demonstrate that the multifunctional protective set offered in the bid conforms with the ballistic resistance verified according to ballistic standard US Standard NIJ STD 0101.04 for testing and classification of protective vests in ballistic resistance class NIJ III A and fragments resistance class according to STANAG 2920, ANNEX A, clause A.1, fragment IDENTITY A3/6723/1 (for V50 - min. 500m/s). The basic ballistic inserts must demonstrate the required ballistic resistance (measured without use of reinforcing effect of the protective panels). 
All materials used, which may come into direct contact with skin, must be safe. The Contracting Authority requires demonstration of the safety by a test protocol from certified test laboratory. Required is unambiguous declaration of the authorized test laboratory confirming that the material, which comes into direct contact with skin, is safe. Under testing in the Czech Republic, the extent of sub-tests does not exceed requirements according to the AHEM 3/2000 methodology. 
AHEM = Acta hygienica, epidemiologica et microbiologica - issued by Ministry of Health of the Czech Republic, No. 3/2000, contains "Methodological recommendations of State Health Institute No. 1/2000 for review of products that come into direct contact with human body through skin or mucous membranes". 
All required written documents and protocols need to be submitted in original or authenticated copy in Czech or foreign language including authenticated translation into Czech. The Contracting Authority requires so that the issued protocol, certificate is valid and its content and conclusion conforms to testing of identical thing offered in the bid by the applicant. 
Test procedures and evaluation: 
Submission of a protocol from test laboratory, which holds certificate on authorization according to ČSN EN ISO/IEC 17025 standard is required. Number of samples required for the test is defined by the laboratory with respect to relevant standards. In case the product is delivered in multiple sizes, medium size will be delivered for testing purposes. Other named tests according to provisions in the test. 
Set:
Thermal tests
For textile parts except for external material of the vest coat of the protective set, tests according to ČSN EN ISO 14460 "Protective clothes for drivers of racing cars - Protection against heat and flame - Technical prerequisites and test methods" will be performed. Articles 5.5, 6.1, 6.2, 6.3 and 6.4 will apply (tests according to 6.1 and 6.2 will be performed before and after cleaning, see art. 5.5). 
Test results must conform to standard requirements according to articles 7.1, 7.2, 7.3 and 7.4.
For plastic parts tests according to ČSN EN 13087-7 „"Protective helmets - Test methods - Part 7: Fire resistance" will be performed. 
Test results must conform to standard requirements according to EN 397 "Industrial helmets", article 5.1.3.
Impact tests
For protectors (anti-impact plates) of trunk, tests according to ČSN EN 13158 "Protective clothes - Protective jackets, protectors for body and shoulders in horse riding: For riders, people working with horses and coachmen - Requirements and test methods" will be performed. Articles 5.8.1, 5.8.2 and 5.8.3 will apply; impact energy must conform to requirements of table 3 for level 2. When selecting the places tested by impact, focus on protection of sensitive body parts (heart, kidney, backbone,...) needs to be made. 
One test will be performed on samples exposed to +50 °C for at least 4 hours and one test for the samples exposed to -25 °C for at least 4 hours. 
The test results must conform to standard requirements, i.e. the transferred force must not exceed values in article 4.6.1.   
For protectors of other body parts tests according to ČSN CEN/TS 15256 "Protective clothes - Protectors of upper limbs, genitals, and neck for ice hockey players - Protectors for players except for goalkeepers - Requirements and test methods" will be performed. It includes protection of arms, shoulders, elbows, tailbone, genitals, knees, and shins. 
The test will be performed on samples exposed to +50 °C for at least 4 hours, whereas article  6.3.8.1 and table 13 will apply. Impact energy for design level 2 will be used. 
Then, test will be performed on samples exposed to -25 °C for at least 4 hours, whereas article  6.3.8.2 and table 14 will apply. Impact energy for design level 2 will be used.
The test results according to 6.3.8.1 must conform to standard requirements, i.e. the transferred force must not exceed values in table 9. 
The test results according to 6.3.8.2 must conform to standard requirements in article 5.6.2.
6) SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS

The applicant will submit three samples of the multifunctional protective set in sizes L, XL, XXL, transport bag, accessories, documentation according to the technical specification and instructions for use. Following the user tests, the submitted samples will be returned to the applicant. 
The applicant will submit price for one full protective set (regardless of their size) in CZK including VAT, including the transport bag, casings, special production, training, packing and transport costs to the place of performance and all other costs including potential adjustment following the user tests and after verification of first 100 pieces (final price) at forecasted purchase of at least 2,000 sets. This information will be used as bid price in evaluation of the bids. 
In addition, the applicant will indicate in table 1 of the purchase contract the price of each set component without VAT and VAT. 

In the purchase contract, the applicant will confirm consent for Police of the Czech Republic to present the set as a protective outfit component. 
    The Contractor will indicate in the purchase contract that the supply, if it would be subject of development or additional development, will neither be applied for ownership of copyright right nor the right to register it as protected industrial design. Confirmation of no legal defects of the goods is required as well. 
7) OTHER REQUIREMENTS
All accounting and registration documents, including the purchase contract, must precisely name the purchased property, i.e.:
For example: "Multifunctional protective set, size ex. XL, type ... ".

· For the term of the contract, the applicant, his employees and other experts in relationship other than employment with the applicant will respect human rights and agree to respect political, cultural, and religion habits of the Czech Republic.

· The applicant may not receive any payment related to the contract except for the payments specified therein. The applicant, his employees and other experts in relationship other than employment may neither perform any activity not accept any benefit not related with their liabilities towards the applicant or applicant's liabilities towards the Contracting Authority.

· The applicant, his employees and other experts in relationship other than employment will keep confidentiality for the term of the contract and after expiration thereof as well. All reports and documents made by or received by the applicant or the Contracting Authority will be confidential except for the documents according to § 147a of the Act.

· The applicant will refrain from any relationships, which could cast doubts about his impartiality or the same of his employees and other experts in relationship other than employment. In case the applicant ceases to be impartial, the Contracting Authority will have right for withdrawal from the contract regardless of damage and the applicant will not be eligible for compensation of damage.
